SMART LUNCH GUIDELINES AND OPPORTUNITIES

Honors Law and Justice
Throughout the semester, students will have the opportunity for Honors Law and Justice tutorial, enrichment, or test corrections during SMART lunch. If students use their time effectively during our designated SMART lunch days, then students will be able to strengthen their comprehension of key concepts and lesson objectives. Our SMART Lunch sessions are scheduled for Tuesday, Lunch A and Thursday, Lunch B.  By school policy, students are expected to attend four (4) SMART Lunch sessions each quarter for each of their classes, two before and two after interim reports.
Tutorials

Should a student feel that he or she is struggling with a particular concept or idea, he or she should attend a tutorial during SMART lunch. The tutorials will either be teacher directed or student directed. Students will have access to supplementary materials, review questions, and other aids during tutorials. 

Test Corrections

Test corrections are allowed for most unit tests. Any student who missed any item on a test is eligible for test corrections.  However, any student who scores lower than an 70 on a major assessment must attend a SMART lunch session to complete test corrections. This will allow students to learn from mistakes and revisit the missed content. The procedure for test corrections is as follows, and all corrections must be completed for any credit:

1. Attend a SMART lunch session.
2. Write down the question missed.
3. Write out the correct response and identify what resources were used to find the correct answer (i.e. page number in textbook, particular section in notes, etc.).
4. Correct all of the questions missed.
5. For each missed question, explain fully which of the Law and Justice Standard Course of Study goals the question most closely aligned with, and why.  This will require students to print their own copy of the SCOS goals.  A link to the site is located under Course Documents on blackboard.
6. Submit corrections along with the original answer sheet to Mr. Johnson by the designated deadline.
7. Receive ½  of the points originally deducted (i.e. 50 on a major test becomes a 75 if student successfully completes all of the test corrections), with a cap at a 80.
Enrichment

Students will have the opportunity for extended discussion, readings, and activities regarding key Law and Justice concepts. For example, students may have the opportunity to view the full version of a PBS documentary that we excerpted in class. The enrichment opportunities are designed for the student who loves current events and relishes the opportunity to discuss contemporary issues. 
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
